I have received your Family Life Opt Out Letter form and wanted to clarify your decision of opting your child/children out of all family life lessons.  
I have attached a copy of the family life standards for grades kindergarten through third grade.  The following family life SOLs WILL NOT be covered in guidance or family life:
· 1.6   The student will realize that human beings and other mammals have babies and that the babies can be breast-fed.

· 1.7   The student will use correct terminology when talking about body parts and functions.

· 3.5 The student will identify external body parts associated with reproduction and elimination, using correct terms.

· 3.7 The student will become aware that both a male and a female are necessary to have a baby.

· 3.8 The student will comprehend that the baby grows inside the mother’s body for nine months and then is born.
You, as the primary caregiver, are responsible for discussing these issues with your child/children.
All other standards will be covered during guidance lessons.  Your decision to opt your child out of these lessons will be respected and supervision for your child/children during these lessons will be provided by classroom teachers.  If, however, you change your mind and would like your child/children to participate in the program, please send written notice to Ellen Denny, guidance counselor, indicating your decision.
