*Betsy Ross is believed to have sewn one of the first flags for our country.

*History is: events that have already happened.

The student will describe the relative location of people, places, and things by using positional words, with emphasis on near/far, above/below, left/right, behind/in front.
*These words are used daily to describe where people, places, and things are located.
